Aux Origines du Grand Paris
Citizen Press has designed the catalogue for «Aux origines du Grand Paris», offered by the Ile-de-France Region and the Musée d’Histoire Urbaine et Sociale de Suresnes (MUS). An exhibition and a book that highlight the coherence of the metropolitan project, kicked off 130 years ago!

Citizen Press has designed and produced Defacto’s La Défense Evènements commercial brochure. 
From the Baron Noir series to the Christmas Market, from the Chorus festival to the series of promotional events, La Défense is home every year to hundreds of shoots, charity events and business meetings. Designed by Citizen Press for Defacto, a 12-page booklet details the programme showcased by the public establishment: the available spaces (17,000 m² of space and 31ha of esplanade!) and services offered to organisers. The target audience: events agencies, but also production companies and businesses. The programme: A project that adds to the editorial package on which Defacto and Citizen Press have collaborated. 
Aux origines du Grand Paris
The Ile-de-France Region has asked Citizen Press to design and produce a beautiful book on the history of the Grand Paris. 
The Grand Paris wasn’t built in a day! Designed by Citizen Press, a 200-page book covers 130 of urban endeavours that have led to the emergence of the city. «Aux origines du Grand Paris» is in fact the catalogue of an exhibition organised by the Ile-de-France Region and the Musée d’Histoire Urbaine et Sociale (MUS) in Suresnes, open to the public until 28 May 2017. Period photos, plans and etchings illustrate texts by architects, town-planners and historians specialising in the Grand Paris. A beautiful book with a preface by Audrey Azoulay, Minister for Culture and Communication, to which the agency is particularly proud to have contributed. 
Quality, regularity, punctuality… The AQST is analysing! 
Citizen Press has designed the 2015 annual report for the Transport Service Quality Authority (AQST). 
A national institution dedicated to the quality of service in public transport, the AQST observes and analyses the regularity of public transport. The 2015 activity report covers the complete punctuality statistics for regional trains, TGVs, coaches, airlines, etc. Alongside Alain Vidal, Secretary of State for Transport, a number of experts, representatives from professional federations and members of user associations discuss the performance of the French network. A reference document created by Citizen Press for the 4th consecutive year. 
Sustainable housing: the French model
Published for the world summit Habitat III, this brochure highlights the government’s commitment to eco-construction. 
Building makes up 44% of energy consumption and 25% of greenhouse gas emissions. The UN Summit Habitat III was organised in Quito (Ecuador) to elaborate a global strategy in mid-October. This was an opportunity for French authorities to voice their support for new regulations for the building industry. The aim was to reconcile energy performance and carbon footprint reduction for new builds. This unique process is detailed in a booklet cosigned by Ségolène Royal, the Minister for the Environment and Emmanuelle Cosse, the Minister for Housing and Sustainable Habitat. As a partner of both ministries, Citizen Press has overseen the production of this booklet translated into English and Spanish.
